A note on today’s main text:

You don’t need to be a Bible scholar to recognize that
any word that’'s repeated multiple times must be
important. The opening part of Ezekiel 37 contains
notable repetitions of words.

The word ‘etsem, meaning ‘bones’, is used 10 times
in 14 only verses. Hayah means ‘to live’, and is used
6 times.

But the most important word in Ezekiel 37 is Ruah,
which is used 9 times. Ruah has two separate but
related meanings. Depending on the context it can
mean ‘wind’, but it can also mean ‘breath’ as in the
spirit God implants in humans to give life.

In the creation story Ruah is used in both ways, as
“God’s wind swept over the waters” (Genesis 1: 2); and
also in the spirit sense: “God blew life’s breath into his
nostrils and the human came to life.” (Genesis 2: 7)

Ezekiel 37 also plays with the meaning of Ruah from
both angles.
